something to do with fairness (because the grasping man seems unjust, 148)

Intellectual virtues,


Rationality: 1. scientific (grasps unchanging things, knowledge), 151



2. calculative (grasps variable things, 151  (art and practical wisdom, 153)
sensation, reason, desire (three factors of soul related to truth or action), 152


“efficient cause”, “final cause” (and formal and material causes), 152


good action not possible without “combination of intellect and character”, 152


“choice is either desiderative reason or ratiocinative desire”

Wisdom

“while there is such a thing as excellence in art, there is no such thing as excellence in practical wisdom”, 152

intuitive reason (state of mind by which we have truth and are never deceived, 134a)

wisdom must be intuitive reason combined with scientific knowledge {of the highest objects], 134a

wisdom is concerned about human things about which it is possible to deliberate, 134a

kinds of practical wisdom: political—deliberative and judicial, legislative, economic (household), 155

wisdom requires experience, 155b (and “accordance with the right rule”, 157a)


unity of virtues, 157a?

what about “philosophical wisdom”? 157 (wisdom in choice of ends, a kind of intuitive reason?)

Continence and incontinence (how is a failure of practical wisdom possible?)


Something more than a failure of knowledge (as Socrates thought), 157a

Friendship (a great good but not available in best form to bad man), 161b (wicked)


Friendship (or friendliness) is a virtue, 161
