What is philosophy?     philosophical questions/ study of arguments

differs from rhetoric  in being concerned with truth rather than persuasion

not just logic because phil evaluates premises too

not science because phil begins with what we believe (empirical research is marginal)
What is ethics (moral philosophy) ?


ethics --- “ethos” (Greek word for custom or character of a people)

Aristotle’s book, Cicero’s translation

study of arguments that should be decisive in choice of individual conduct (not social choice, which is subject of political or social philosophy)

relation to morality (Latin) and right (Germanic)
