Bidders’ who fail to do so will waive all rights to protest this solicitation or any subsequent award or contract based on the specifications, terms or conditions of this solicitation.

A protest or notice of other controversy must be filed promptly and in any event within two calendar weeks after such complainant knows or should have known of the facts.  All protests or notices of other controversies must be in writing and directed to the Manager of Procurement and Business Contracts.  Any actual or prospective bidder who has a complaint regarding the solicitation or award of the contract should first attempt to resolve the grievance with the buyer responsible for the bid solicitation. V.
SCOPE/SPECIFICATIONS 

The University requires nine (9) fabricated radio telescope bases and 27 leg adapter plates,per the following drawings xxx-yyy, attached.  

Both the base cabins and leg adapters are fabricated from ASTM A36 steel, primarily 1/4" plate with a few thicker sections.  Several parts have drilled and tapped holes.  The estimated finished weights are 4800 pounds for each base and 480 pounds for each leg adapter.   The bases are approximately 13 feet x 13 feet x 4 feet in largest dimension.

All parts must be painted prior to delivery.  The completed, painted, bases will be delivered to the University job site located at Cedar Flat, adjacent to Westgard Pass on Highway 168 in Inyo County, CA.  This is approximately 15 miles NE of the intersection of CA-168 and US-395 in Big Pine, CA.

Requirements:

1. Parts required, all fabricated from ASTM A36 steel plate:

a. 9 bases, drawings xxx-xxx.

b. 27 leg adapters, drawings yyy-yyy
2. Welding.  All welding shall be performed in accordance with AmericanWelding Society standards D1.1, and shall be performed by certified welders qualified under the procedures contained therein.

3. Weld inspection.  Vendor shall allow customer or a third party to inspect all weld areas prior to painting.  Supplier shall notify customer of best time for inspection.

4. Abrasive blasting and painting.  Commercial blast clean to SSPC-SP6 standard, immediately prime with one coat of zinc-rich primer, overcoat with at least one coat of white epoxy.   Only a prime coat is required on the 'back' side of the leg adapters and in some interior sections of the base – see drawings. University is flexible about choice of paint, but must approve final choice before painting commences.
5. Delivery.  Parts must be delivered to the job site at Cedar Flat, CA no later than 14 weeks after the receipt of a University purchase order.  University will provide crane and crew to offload parts at the job site.
Installation will be by others.
